ARREARS: Please ensure that any dinner money/breakfast club/trip arrears are paid by Monday morning so
that we can ensure that all accounts are clear for the end of year and no arrears are carried forward to
September. The amount to be paid for next week's meals is £12.75.

UNIVERSAL INFANT FREE SCHOOL MEALS: As you are aware, children in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2
are provided with a free school meal each day as part of the government's Universal Free School Meals
initiative.

This means that children who are currently in the Nursery 2 class will no longer pay for meals when they
move fto the Reception class in September. Please can you make sure that any dinner money arrears are
cleared before the end of term.

This also means that children who are currently in Year 2 will need to pay for their meals from September
when they move into Year 3.

FSM VOUCHERS FOR THE SUMMER BREAK: A message for parents/carers whose children are eligible for
free school meals. Manchester City Council has again approved funding for supermarket vouchers for the
Summer break o help with the financial pressures that many of our families will face. Families with children
eligible for free school meals (FSM) will receive a £50.00 e-voucher from Wonde on Wednesday, 23™ July.
This voucher can be redeemed at a supermarket of your choice.
